Longsuffering - The ability to endure discomfort without 
fighting back.
Forbearance - A grace that cannot be experienced 
without Love. - “Love suffereth long and is kind.”
1 Corinthians 13:4
Endeavor - being eager to maintain, or guard, the unity of 
the Spirit."

When we:

u Put God back in His proper 
place - Zechariah 8:12 -
Haggai 2:18-19
Don’t you want to be 
blessed?

u Look forward - Zechariah 
8:13-15

u Live in the present -
Zechariah 8:16-17 (When you 
don’t have to be afraid 
about past or your future).

u Act in truth and 
Justice. Obey the word -
Zechariah 8:17 - it will 
produce the blessings of a 
tried relationship. (Act like 
we already have the 
victory.)
