A. Pure – There is no error in the word of God. (Primary Quality) 
Humility is the proper attribute of wisdom.

B. Peaceable – It leads to peace and harmony.
C.Gentle – Patience and forbearance (suffer long and is kind)

E. Full of Mercy – Not quick to judge or condemn, threaten or accuse
